This is why this guide is here to help you determine which scholarships, awards and prizes you are eligible for and if you need to fill out any applications.  Remember to consider your academic, athletic, and artistic achievements, as well as your volunteer experiences both in the school and in the community.  You may think that it is not worth the time and effort at this point in your life --- however, there are awards and scholarships to be won, and many include money, which will become a very big factor in your life (if it hasn’t already).  If you have any questions about which scholarships you may be eligible for, ask at Student Services.   Read through this booklet, take the time to fill out the applications, if necessary, and then sit back and enjoy your accomplishments.

Scholarships, Awards, and Prizes
North Addington is extremely fortunate to have a wide variety of awards, scholarships and prizes available to students, that celebrate and recognize various types of student achievement – academic, artistic, athletic, and volunteer contribution.  While some of these are sponsored directly by the school or school board, some are funded through the generous support of our community.  An Awards Committee, comprised of teachers and administration, meet annually to choose recipients for the applicable awards.  The following is a list of scholarships, awards, and prizes that are listed alphabetically.  Read through each carefully and refer to the chart at the end of this section that summarizes the criteria for each.


Allan Art Award
The Allan Art Award is presented to a student who not only demonstrates exceptional ability in the fields of Visual Art but is pursuing Visual Art at the post-secondary level.  This cash award is donated by Valerie and Garth Allan.
Axford Bursary for the Performing Arts
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The Axford Bursary for the Performing Arts is presented to a student who best exemplifies excellence and dedication in the areas of Drama and Music.  The recipient of this award receives a cheque in the amount of $100 and his name engraved on a plaque to remain in the school.  The recipient of this award is chosen by the Awards Committee.
Glenda Bence Memorial Award

The Glenda Bence Memorial Award is donated by the Kaladar Community Club and the Bence Family in memory of Glenda Bence and her tireless efforts working in the community, specifically with children.  This award is given to a graduating student who exemplifies the characteristics that defined Glenda Bence --- hard work, dedication to helping others, perseverance, and seeing tasks through to the end.  This is a cash award and the recipient’s name is engraved on a plaque that remains in the school.  The recipient of this award is chosen by the Awards Committee.
Bill Beswick Memorial Award 

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Bill Beswick was a former student at North Addington Education Centre.  The Bill Beswick Memorial Award is given to a graduating student who shows promise in the areas of technology and engineering.  The student will receive a keeper plaque, a cash award, and a small gift from the Beswick Family.  The recipient of this award is chosen by the Awards Committee.
Brumell History Award

This award is presented to the student who achieves the highest mark in Grade 12 at the University level.  It may or may not go to a graduating student.
Cannon-Stephen Read Memorial Award
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Every year since 1972, Mr. Ted Cannon has presented an award in memory of Stephen Read, a student of North Addington Education Centre who, in 1972, met a very tragic death.  Those who knew Stephen remember him as a very talented, enthusiastic, friendly young man.  He was not only a good student, but a capable athlete as well.  This award is to recognize academic and athletic achievement of a graduating student.  The recipient of this award is chosen by the Awards Committee.
Creative Viking Photography Award

Awarded yearly to a graduating student who shows exceptional skill and promise in the area of photography. This award is chosen by the Awards Committee and is a gift certificate.
Debbie Chambers Award in Science

This award has been created in honor of Debbie Chambers, science teacher at NAEC (1997-2001).  Debbie was influential in developing a popular science program and was a role-model for students choosing to pursue science as she was an effective educator, implementing the principles of differentiated instruction long before it became standard practice in Ontario classrooms.  Debbie did this while balancing a young family and a successful teaching career.
This award will be given to a graduating student at North Addington Education Centre who is pursuing sciences at the university level.  This student will have high academic achievement in the sciences (Biology and Chemistry) and be a role model academically and socially for their peers.  This recipient will be chosen by the Awards Committee. 
Joseph Defosse Memorial Award

Awarded to a graduating student, in memory of Joseph Defosse, father of Phi Defosse, technology teacher,  who is entering the trades and/or who demonstrates, in the opinion of the Awards Committee the characteristics of hard work and dedication.  This is a cash award.
Denbigh-Griffith Lion’s Club Bursary
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1This award is presented to a graduating student who is a resident in one of the former townships of Ashby, Abinger, Denbigh, Griffith or Matawatchan and who is continuing their education after leaving high school.  This is a cash award donated by the Denbigh-Griffith Lion’s Club and requires an application.
Echo Award
The Echo Award is presented to a graduating student who has demonstrated exceptional dedication and work in preparing North Addington’s yearbook.  This award is a cash award donated by Katie Ohlke.  A plaque with the recipient’s name engraved on it will remain in the school.  
Fleming Award
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1John and Karen Fleming donate the Fleming Award to the graduating student who has excelled in the Technological Studies Program at the Senior Level.  The recipient will receive a cash award and the recipient is chosen by the Awards Committee.
Friends of Bon Echo Bursary

The Friends of Bon Echo offer two bursaries for graduating students who either work at Bon Echo Park or who are graduating from North Addington.  An application is required for this bursary.  Please note that this bursary is not awarded until August. 
Governor General’s Academic Medal

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The Governor General’s Academic medal is sent to each Secondary School by the Governor General and is presented to the student achieving the highest academic average in their final two years. This award is a bronze medal.  Similar ones are given out at College and University, which are silver and at the post graduate levels, which are gold.  
Michelle Hayes Memorial Award
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Betty deVarennes and Doug Leakey in memory of Michelle Hayes, a former student, donate this award.  Michelle died tragically in 1994, before starting her Grade 12 year.  The student who, like Michelle, most benefited from Cooperative Education Studies over their secondary school program will receive a cheque in the amount of $100.00 and have their name engraved on a plaque, which remains in the school.  The recipient of this award is chosen by the Awards Committee.
Horticultural Society Award

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Betty deVarennes and Doug Leakey in memory of Michelle Hayes, a former student, donate this award.  Michelle died tragically in 1994, before starting her Grade 12 year.  The student who, like Michelle, most benefited from Cooperative Education Studies over their secondary school program will receive a cheque in the amount of $100.00 and have their name engraved on a plaque, which remains in the school.  The recipient of this award is chosen by the Awards Committee.
Allan Kay Award
The Allan Kay Award, in honour of former physics teacher Allan Kay, is given to the student who achieves the highest mark in a Senior Physics course.  The recipient’s name is engraved on a plaque to remain in the school.  The student may or may not be a graduating student.
Land O’Lakes Lion’s Club Volunteer Bursary
This award is presented  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1to a student who has demonstrated service and leadership in their school and community throughout their secondary school program, and is continuing their education in a helping profession at a post-secondary institution.  Applications are made to the Lions Club. The recipient is chosen by the Club, which has offered a cash award of $500 and requires an application.
Lennox and Addington Hospital Bursary

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The Lennox & Addington Hospital Bursary is awarded to a graduating student entering training in the medical field.  It is donated by the Lennox and Addington Hospital Auxiliary and requires no application.  Only one student per year may receive this bursary. Chosen by the Awards Committee.
Lennox and Addington Stewardship Council Bursary
The Lennox and Addington Stewardship Council presents two awards to graduating students in the secondary schools of Lennox and Addington County.  Students wishing to apply for this bursary need to be accepted into a university or college program in a related environmental field.  A more detailed application is required for this bursary and is available at Student Services.  
Lester Award for Achievement
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The Lester Award for Achievement recognizes the student with the highest academic average for the Grade 12 year with a cash award of $100.  This award was made available through the Lester Charitable Trust Fund.
Lester Entrance Scholarship --- College --- Communications and Social Sciences

This award is given to a graduating student who is entering a college program in the Communication and Social Science area.  Students need to fill out an application and a recipient is chosen by the Awards Committee. This award was made available through the Lester Charitable Trust Fund. An application package is available at Student Services.
Lester Entrance Scholarship --- College --- Math, Science, Technology

This award is given to a graduating student who is entering a college program in the Math, Science and Technology area.  Students need to fill out an application and a recipient is chosen by the Awards Committee. This award was made available through the Lester Charitable Trust Fund.  An application package is available at Student Services.
Lester Entrance Scholarship --- University --- Communications and Social Sciences

This award is given to a graduating student who is entering a university program in the Communication and Social Science area.  Students need to fill out an application and a recipient is chosen by the Awards Committee. This award was made available through the Lester Charitable Trust Fund.  An application package is available at Student Services.
Lester Entrance Scholarship --- University --- Math, Science, Technology
This award is given to a graduating student who is entering a college program in the Math, Science and Technology area.  Students need to fill out an application and a recipient is chosen by the Awards Committee. This award was made available through the Lester Charitable Trust Fund.  An application package is available at Student Services.
Lester Computer Award

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1This award is presented to a graduating student who has attained a high level of academic achievement in at least two computer courses, one at the senior level.  This is a cash award made possible through the Lester Charitable Trust Fund.
Lester Grade 12 Art Award
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The Lester Grade 12 Art Award is presented to a graduating student who is pursuing an Arts related program in post-secondary.  This award was made available through the Lester Charitable Trust Fund and is a cash award of $300.
Lester Environmental Award

The Lester Environmental Award is presented annually to a student who demonstrates a keen interest and respect for the environment.  This award is presented at the Fall Awards.
Lieutenant Governor’s Volunteer Pin

The Lieutenant Governor’s Volunteer Pin is sent by the Lieutenant Governor to each secondary school in Ontario to recognize a graduating student who shows extreme dedication in volunteering throughout their time in high school.  The recipient of this award is chosen by the Awards Committee.
Limestone Academic Achievement Awards 

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The Limestone District School Board Academic Awards recognize all students who have achieved excellence in their graduating year.  These awards are distinguished by a students’ pathway, based on the Grade 12 English course.  Students will receive medals for award recipients.  For the workplace pathway, students must achieve a grade of excellent (E) for all learning skills in any six senior courses, have a minimum average of 90% in six of their senior credits, and have completed Grade 12 English in the employment pathway or have taken the OLC4O course.  For the college pathway, students must achieve a grade of excellent (E) for all learning skills in any six senior courses, have a minimum average of 90% in six of their senior credits, and have completed Grade 12 English in the college pathway.  For the university pathway, students must achieve a grade of excellent (E) for all learning skills in any six senior courses, have a minimum average of 90% in six of their senior credits, and have completed Grade 12 English in the university pathway.  Senior level courses are considered any course taken at the Grade 11 or Grade 12 level.  
Robert McLeod Award

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The Robert McLeod award is donated in memory of Robert McLeod, a former student, by Cathy Loucks and Margaret Salmond – Robert’s sister and mother.  This award is presented to a graduating student who is continuing their education at the college level or entering the workplace.  The successful candidate must be well-liked and respected within the school community.  The award is $100.00 to the recipient and his/her name engraved on a plaque in the school. This award is decided by the Awards Committee.
Manion-Wellman Community Award

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The Manion-Wellman Community Award is in memory of two of the founding members of the Conservationists of Frontenac Addington, Francis Manion and Dave Wellman who showed a life-long commitment to community affairs.  This award goes to a graduating student who has shown a concern and involvement in the well being of their school, their community and their local environment.  This is a cash award that is donated by COFA and requires an application.
Trevor Meeks Memorial Award

This award is presented in memory of Trevor, son of Roger and Sandra, and donated by St. Andrew’s Masonic Lodge #497 to a graduating student who will be continuing post-secondary studies in either college or apprenticeship pathways.  Preference is given to students interested in pursuing environment related programs, and who have volunteered for local environmental groups.  This is a cash award.  
William G. Moore Memorial Award
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1This award is donated in memory of Bill, a former teacher at North Addington Education Centre, and is presented to the graduating student who has the highest academic standing in 3 of the 4 Senior Level Biology and Chemistry courses.  This is a cash award, a ‘keeper’ plaque, and their name will be engraved on a plaque to remain in the school.
Barry O’Connor Bursary
This award is a special one, made in memory of Barry C. O’Connor, retired Director of Education, whose contributions to education were numerous and far-reaching.  The bursary is presented annually to a graduating student at each of the eleven secondary schools within the Limestone District School Board who has displayed perseverance, determination, hard work, and commitment in achieving personal goals, and who ahs earned the respect of others as an individual of high integrity, unselfishness, and positive outlook.  These are character traits which were held to be important by Mr. O’Connor personally as well as in others.  This is a cash award of $250 and is decided by the Awards Committee. 
OSSTF Scholarship
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The Ontario Secondary School Teacher’s Federation provides this award in the amount of $250 to a graduating student in each of the secondary schools, who, in the opinion of the teaching staff, has shown strength of character and perseverance in striving for and achieving realistic goals.  This student will have demonstrated academic achievement, co-curricular involvement and sensitivity toward peers. The recipient of this award is chosen by the Awards Committee.
Ron Pawlik Athletic Award
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The Ron Pawlik Athletics Award is dedicated to the energy, motivation and commitment of our former Physical Education Teacher and Coach.  Ron’s quest for excellence in athletics resulted in area, provincial, and national recognition for NAEC and its volleyball program.  This Alumni award is presented to a graduating student who has demonstrated a dedication and commitment to athletic excellence and who has participated in the coaching or mentoring of younger students.  This award includes a cash bursary and recipient’s name engraved on a plaque that remains in the school and the recipient of this award is chosen by the Awards Committee.
Principal’s Leadership Award
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The Principal’s Leadership Award, provided by the Ontario Principal’s Council, is presented annually to a graduating student who demonstrates leadership qualities in more than one area.  The demonstration of this leadership must have a direct influence on the school and its student body.  This student should have high academic standing and been involved in co-curricular programs.  The principal of the school recommends a recipient.  The recipient will have his/her name engraved on a plaque, which remains in the school, and a small plaque to keep.
Specialist High Skills Major Award
This award is given to students who have completed the requirements for the Specialist High Skills Major at North Addington.  An application is not required for this award.
St. Lawrence College Entrance Bursary
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The Board of Governors of St. Lawrence College offers an Entrance Scholarship to a graduating student from each of the secondary schools affiliated with school boards in St. Lawrence College’s catchment area. This is a cash award donated by St. Lawrence College and is chosen by the awards committee.
Stephen Ruttan Memorial Award
Stephen Ruttan was a student in our School to Community Program who passed away in December 2007.  He was an energetic member of NAEC who greeted each day with a smile and an eagerness to learn.  This award is given annually to graduating student who demonstrates enthusiasm for learning and life.  This award is donated by Elizabeth and Joel Hasler.
Maurice Sheridan Spirit Award
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1This award is named for a former principal at North Addington and is donated by the Community School Council to the graduating student who best exemplifies pride in the school, spirit and enthusiasm.  The recipient will receive an engraved plaque and his  name will also be engraved on a plaque to remain in the school.  The recipient of this award is chosen by the Awards Committee.
Trappers Association Award

This award is donated by the Frontenac-Addington Trappers Council and is awarded to a graduating student who will carry into the future a strong commitment to the conservation and wise use of all natural resources.  This is a cash award.  
Cody Wood Award

This award is presented annually to a student who in the opinion of the selection committee has demonstrated improvement in one or more of the following areas:  academic, social or emotional.  This award usually is presented to a Grade 11 student but may be presented to a graduating student.  

Academic Point System and Awards

North Addington has an Academic Point System where students earn points for their academic achievement.  Students earn an increased number of points for better academic achievement.  Academic points begin accumulating in grade seven and follow throughout high school.  The following is a list of awards that fall under the Academic Point System.


Junior N
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The first level of achievement is the Junior “N” and is awarded to students who earn a total of 85 academic points.  A Junior “N” recipient will receive a pin.

Senior N

The second level of achievement is the Senior “N” and is awarded to students who earn a total of 110 academic points.  A Senior “N” recipient will receive a pin.

Pen Set

The third level of achievement is the Pen Set and is awarded to students who receive a total of 135 academic points.  Each recipient will receive a pen set.

Gold Watch

The fourth and very prestigious category is the Gold Watch.  A gold watch is awarded to students who receive a total of 165 points.  This is a very significant accomplishment for students.  These watches are provided through the Lester Charitable Trust.

NAEC Academic Bursary

The NAEC Academic Bursary is awarded to students who earn a total of 200 academic points.  Each student is awarded $200.  This award is donated by Eleanor Nowell in memory of the late Eric Nowell and Carl Nowell.
Proficiency and Other Academic Awards
Other academic awards are also given to graduating students based on subject proficiency and overall academic achievement.  The following is a list of awards that are based solely on academic achievement.


Ontario Scholars

An Ontario Scholar award is given to graduating students who earn over an 80% average in any grade 12 courses.  
Proficiency Awards

Proficiency awards are awarded to students who:  achieve a grade of excellent (E) for all learning skills and earn a mark of 90% in a course for university, university/college, academic, or open course or a mark of 80% in an applied, workplace, or college course. Note that the criteria for course proficiency award has changed from previous years.  
75% Certificate

This certificate is given to students who earn an overall average of 75% in courses taken the previous year as well as receiving an excellent IE) on most learning skills.  This is available to graduating and non-graduating students.

80% Certificate and Pin
This certificate and pin is given to students who earn an overall average of 80% or better in courses take the previous year, as well as receiving an excellent (E) on most learning skills.  This is available to graduating and non-graduating students.

Grade 10 History Award
This award is given to a grade 10 student who demonstrates academic achievement and personal interest in Canadian History.  The student’s name will be engraved on a plaque to remain in the school and will also receive a ‘keeper plaque’.

Lester Achievement Awards

These awards are given to the student who achieves the highest overall average in each of grade 9, 10 and 11 as well as earns a grade of excellent (E) for learning skills in most courses.
Athletic Awards
North Addington also recognizes students, in all grades, who excel in the area of Athletics.  The following is a list of athletic awards awarded by North Addington.  The Athletic Committee, comprised of coaches and administration, meet annually to choose recipients.  

Junior Athlete of the Year

The Junior Athlete of the Year is given to a Junior (grade 9 or 10) male and female student who demonstrates exceptional ability in athletics by participating in varsity, intramural and community-based athletic programs.  
PEARL Award
The PEARL Award is given to a female student (traditionally in grade 11), who exemplifies the following characteristics:  participation, enthusiasm, attitude, responsibility, and leadership.  The PEARL Award recipient will receive a pair of pearl earrings.  This award is chosen by the Athletic Committee.
TEAM Award
The TEAM Award is given to a male student (traditionally in grade 11), who exemplifies the following characteristics:  teamwork, enthusiasm, attitude, and mentorship.  This award is chosen by the Athletic Committee.
Senior Athlete of the Year
The Senior Athlete of the Year is given to a Senior (grade 11 or 12) male and female student who demonstrates exceptional ability in athletics by participating in varsity, intramural and community-based athletic programs.  

Outstanding Athlete of the Year

This award is given to a student in their final year of high school who has consistently demonstrated athletic excellence both in community-based and school-based athletics and a superior attitude toward sports.  Note that this award is not necessarily awarded every year. This award is chosen by the Athletic Committee.  

Learning Skills:

· Responsibility (e.g. fulfills responsibilities; completes and submits class work, homework, assignments on time; manages behaviour)

· Organization ( e.g. makes and follows plans; establishes priorities; manages time; identifies, gathers, evaluates and uses information, technology and resources)

· Independent Work (e.g. Independently monitors, assesses, and reviews plans; uses class time; follows instructions with minimal supervision)

· Collaboration (e.g. accepts various roles and an equitable share of work; responds positively to others; builds healthy relationships with peers; works with others to resolve conflict, builds consensus, and share information)

· Initiative (e.g. looks for and acts on new ideas and opportunities for learning; capacity for innovation; take risks; curious; interest in learning; positive attitude with new tasks; advocates for self and others)
· Self-Regulation (e.g. sets goals and monitors progress; seeks clarification/assistance; assesses and thinks critically on strengths, needs and interests; identifies new opportunities for learning, choices, and strategies; perseveres; makes effort)
Remember that Learning Skills will look different in each class you take.  If you are unsure about how Learning Skills are assessed, ask your teacher.
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Don’t forget to use the internet to search for other scholarships, awards and prizes you may be eligible for (see the back page of this booklet for some internet resources).  If you have already accepted an offer of admission, visit your new school’s website --- it often has many bursaries you can apply for! With a little effort you may receive a bursary.  Yeah, free money!

Some awards do not require an application --- but some do.  If any awards that are applicable to you require an application make a list of these awards.  If you have questions, please ask.





4.	Prepare applications for applicable awards well in advance of their due date.  Remember that some will require letters of reference.  Make sure you give the people who are writing your letter of reference plenty of time and a list of the criteria for the award that you are applying for.
