 Compulsory Courses
	Students must take three other compulsory courses chosen from 3 groupings of courses before the end of  Grade 12:

Group 1 – An additional credit in English, or French as a second language**, or a Native language, or a classical or an international language, or social science and the humanities, or Canadian and world studies, or guidance and career education, or cooperative education***. 

Group 2 – An additional credit in health and physical education, or the arts, or business studies, or French as a second language**, or cooperative education***.

Group 3 – An additional credit in science (Grade 11 or 12) technological education, or French as a second language**, or computer studies or cooperative education***. 

*A maximum of 3 credits in English as a second language (ESL) or English literacy development (ELD) may be counted towards the 4 compulsory credits in English, but the fourth must be a credit earned for a Grade 12 compulsory English course. 
**In groups 1, 2, and 3, a maximum of 2 credits in French as a second language can count as compulsory credits, one from group 1 and one from either group 2 or group 3.
***A maximum of 2 credits in cooperative education can count as compulsory credits. 
†The 12 optional credits may include up to 4 credits earned through approved dual credit courses.

	Summary of

Graduation Requirements
	Students need to complete the following criteria to earn their graduation diploma:

· 18 compulsory courses (as described above)

· 12 optional courses (as described above)

· 40 hours of Community Involvement

· Successful completion of the Ontario Secondary School Literacy Test or Course. 

	Special Considerations
	· Students attending college or university, or entering a trade or apprenticeship may find that specific high school requirements determined by an industry, college, or university are in place. Careful research should be done when selecting courses.

· Students may only count 2 cooperative education courses toward their compulsory courses. Other cooperative education courses count as optional credits. 

· Students may count 3 English as a Second Language (ESL) courses toward their compulsory English requirements. The 4th English must be a Grade 12 English.

· Up to four Dual Credits can be counted towards optional or elective credits.
